This guided tour provides an overview of the Hurricane and Storm Damage Risk Reduction System 
(HSDRRS) protecting Greater New Orleans, with a focus on the Surge Barrier completed in 2013—the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ largest design-build civil works project. The tour begins with an 
introduction to FPA-E and the post-Katrina flood protection system, followed by discussion of the Surge 
Barrier’s design, construction, and key components. Participants will gain insight into how the system is 
operated and maintained to manage regional flood risk.
